Susan McDaniel

Susan McDaniel joins the Department of Family and Consumer Studies as a full
Professor. She is also appointed as Senior Investigator in the Institute for Public and
International Affairs. She comes to the University of Utah from Canada where she has
taught at the Universities of Alberta, Waterloo and Windsor.

Her research is wide-ranging, guided by the central question of how social structural
constraints impinge on human social life most intimately. The current phase of her
research is focused on the development of new research and policy frameworks,
particularly centered on life course as a social policy lens. In particular, she asks how
aggregate social phenomena such as population aging and globalization articulate with
individual and familial life course chances and choices. She is co-leading a group of
researchers, funded by Human Resources and Social Development Canada, examining
life course as a policy lens through seven applications. As well, she is part of the
Executive Committee leading the Population Change and Life Course Cluster of
Excellence, funded by the Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council of Canada.
She is the author of many books, book chapters and articles. Her book, Close Relations

(with Lorne Tepperman), now in third edition, is the best-selling family text in Canada. In Fall 2007, her four-volume book,

Major Work on Ageing/Gerontology will be published by Sage, UK.
