Course Requirements:

 Term Paper:    Undergraduates to write a 8 page policy analysis paper & graduate students will write a 15 page policy analyses paper to cover a specific policy or set of related policies that are associated with families, either implicitly or explicitly.  The emphases should be on the history of the legislation, implementations, consequences, & evaluation.  In the tradition of our second text for this class, a significant part of this paper will be to offer reasoned arguments for a policy extension in this area.  A separate hand out will be provided about additional details to complete this assignment.  Please turn in a typed paragraph describing your topic and identifying at least one source on Tuesday September 25th.  *POLICY PAPER  DUE ON LAST DAY OF CLASS ON THURSDAY DECEMBER 6TH . 
 Book Report:  Each student will read a pre-approved book related to family policy.  These book reports will be presented orally in class and a one page typed outline will be provided to the class by the student.  Provide me with your book choice as soon as possible—in order to schedule during the appropriate week of class.
 Class Participation: Throughout the semester, we will discuss the assigned readings.  All students are encouraged to become involved in class discussions.
